WHEREAS, a bill in the Alaska State Legislature to establish a special day in the State of
Alaska honoring our Alaska Native Veterans will give recognition to all Alaska Natives who have
served, are serving and will serve in the United States military;
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Eighty-Seventh Tribal Assembly of
the Central Council of Tlingit & Haida Indian Tribes of Alaska delegation convened April 20-22,
2022, hereby supports the establishment of Alaska Native Veterans Day by the Alaska State
Legislature.
